
The 2010/11 school year starts on Monday, August 16, 2010 for grades Pk-12 and this will be a full 
school day for all students - 8:00 a.m. to 3:30 p.m.  School lunch will be served. 
 
An optional student activity fee of $20.00 is available to students in grades 7-8 and an optional stu-
dent activity fee of $30.00 is available to students in grades 9-12.  A K-6 activity pass is available for 
$15.00 but is not mandatory.  This fee will cover all student activities sponsored by student govern-
ment and athletic events. 
 
A laboratory fee will be charged for classes such as Welding, Art and Weight Training. 
  

All Pk-8 students who will be enrolling for the first time in the Cheyenne County Public Schools are 
asked to pre-register at the Elementary School on August 9 - August 13 from 9:00 a.m. to 3:00 p.m.  
All new 9-12 grade students will register at the High School during the same dates and times.  
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KINDERGARTEN 

All Kindergarten students  are asked to pre-register at the Elementary School on August 10.  
To be eligible for Kindergarten a student must be five years of age on or before June 1, 2010.  Par-
ents, as required by law, must provide a birth certificate for proof of birth date and a completed im-
munization record. 
 
Kindergarten classes will be held Monday - Thursday from 8:00 a.m. to 3:45 p.m. (1st Semester) and 
Monday - Friday (2nd Semester).   Kindergarten students may participate in the milk break if they so 
desire.  The cost of the milk break for Kindergarten students is $38.00 per year. (This price is subject 
to change by Board of Education motion.) 
 
Any student who has not attended Kindergarten and enrolls in first grade must 
be six years of age on or before June 1, 2010.
